‘retreat’, ‘mediocre’, ‘postpone’, and ‘can’t’.

Dedication suffers whatever pain, endures whatever strain, and forfeits whatever gain
until the finish line is reached. Dedication is an attitude, not platitude, a way of life, not a
commodity, it is a do-or-die, go-for-broke, all-the-way route. Dedication can’t be bought
off, cooled off, dissuaded, slowed down, redefined, or put on hold. Dedication is being
invincible. It is nothing less that what Jesus calls for in the life of any would-be disciple.”
